* non-competitive process - FY 23 PHA grantees
already underwent a competitive process.

* unique continuation process if funding is
insufficient to cover all continuation requests.

Continuation Only Process

Unique continuation process if funding is insufficient
to cover all continuation requests.

Not expecting to fulfilling expansion requests

Seeking to make grantees whole up to FY 23
budgets, taking info account unexpended funding.

SCENARIO 1: AmeriCorps has enough funding to fulfill
continuation requests.

Grantee A may receive $50,000 in new continuation
funding.

$20,000 (unexpended) + $50,000 (new continuation)
= $70,000

For FY24, Grantee A will have $70,000 in total funding
available.

SCENARIO 2: AmeriCorps has insufficient funding to fulfill all
continuation requests

$50,000 (FY 23 award) - $20,000 (unexpended) = $30,000 (max
continuation award)

Grantee A may receive a max award of $30,000.

$20,000 (unexpended) + $30,000 (new continuation) = $50,000

SCENARIO 3: AmeriCorps has insufficient funding to fulfill
all continuation requests at the max award.

Grantee A max award is $30,000. However, AmeriCorps
can only fulfill all continuation requests at 50% of the max
award.

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How much funding should | request
through the PHA continuation process?
I'd like to expand my work.

Your organization is responsible for determining the
budget needs of your work. Current PHA grantees
may request funding that exceeds their FY23 award;
however, AmeriCorps does not expect to award
funding expansion requests through the FY24 PHA
NOFO. You are welcome fo request up to your FY23
award amount. Budget requests should reflect
program needs.

While AmeriCorps does not expect to consider
requests for funding greater than the FY23 award
amount; continuation applicants may request more
AmeriCorps members than were previously awarded
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Through the FY24 continuation process,
can a state commission reallocate
unexpended Public Health AmeriCorps
funding from one sub-grantee to
another?

No, state commissions are not permitted to re-
allocate unexpended Public Health AmeriCorps
funding from one sub-grantee to another sub-
grantee.

Application Instructions
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Continuation Application Content

AmeriCorps expects that programs will maintain a consistent
program design, and most continuation applicants will not
request changes.

If there are changes, information should be provided in the
Continuation Changes narrative field as relevant:

» Changes in Operating Sites

« Significant Changes in Program Scope or Design

» Changes to Perfformance Measures

« Significant Changes to Monitoring Structures or Staffing
» Budget revisions

The page limit for the Continuation Changes field is six pages as
the pages print out from eGrants.

Application Instructions
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Application Review

Non-competitive review process based on:
* progress reports,
« the federal financial report,
» evaluation plans, and
* AmeriCorps staff’s knowledge of the grant program.

To be approved for continuation funding, recipients must:
« demonstrate satisfactory performance with respect to key program goals
and requirements,
« compliance with the terms and conditions of the grant.

AmeriCorps reserves the right to award applications in an amount less than the
requested level of funding and will document the rationale for doing so. Use
Section E of the NOFO for more information.
